Citizen Comments 

• Dave Tiffany, 500 North Willow Avenue, is concerned with heaved section of sidewalk that is 
caused by trees planted in the terrace under which there is also a storm sewer line.  He would like to 
see a change in the ordinance where they don’t have to pay for sidewalk repairs caused by terrace 
trees. 

• Jim Gust, 510 North Willow Avenue, has the same concerns as Mr. Tiffany with trees planted over 
the storm sewer in the terrace and would like to see a change in policy for trees that damage 
sidewalk. 

• Gary Merrill, 519 North Willow Avenue, stated that the road just got redone and the sidewalks are 
marked and that they are cracked due to tree roots.  He doesn’t understand why they need to be 
responsible for the cost when tree roots are the cause. 

• Karen Brux, 520 North Anton Avenue, stated that she has an ash tree that has caused sewer backups 
and she would like to see the tree removed.  She also has five sidewalk markings that she needs to 
fix.

PW10-84    Motion by LaFontaine, second by Cummings to recommend that the alley in the east 100 
block of North Central Avenue be closed at Arnold Street on a temporary basis for a period not to 
exceed three months, after which a recommendation on vacating the alley permanently shall be made to 
the Board of Public Works.

Director of Public Works Knoeck discussed sidewalk replacement and repair related to terrace tree 
damage.  The Board of Public Works also heard from Alderman Spiros and Street Superintendent 
Panzer. There was consensus among the Board to look at amending the policy to give property owners 
some relief from repairing sidewalks damaged by City owned terrace trees.  This was an information 
item only. 
PW10-85     Motion by Wagner, second by LaFontaine to recommend approval of Board of Public 
Works Resolution No. 1-2010 requiring the repair or replacement of unsafe, defective or insufficient 
sidewalk with the condition that any repairs that are the direct result of City-owned terrace tree damage 
are excused until a policy identifying funding and formula for cost sharing between the City of 
Marshfield and the property owner is approved.

PW10-87    Motion by LaFontaine, second by Wagner to recommend the appointment of various City 
staff to serve as its representatives to the Marshfield Urban Area Sewer Service Planning Advisory 
Committee and refer Resolution No. 2010-37 to the Common Council for their consideration.
