Buttke questioned why the City was starting a project on East 5" Street right before school starts. Street
Superintendent Panzer said that the project will be completed before school starts.

PWI11-105 Motion by LaFontaine, second by Buttke to recommend approval of the bid submitted by
HI LO Service Co., Inc. of Wausau, WI for tuck pointing/masonry repairs at the Police Department in
the amount of $58,800 and authorize execution of a contract and further recommend a budget resolution
be prepared transferring $6,540 from contingency and $6,540 from various line items of the Police
Department 2011 budget and refer to the Common Council for consideration.

PW11-107 Motion by Buttke, second by LaFontaine to recommend approval of an amendment to the
Strand Associates, Inc. design engineering services contract for additional services for development of
the Wildwood — McMillan Connector Trail and submittal of a request to the Wisconsin Department of
Transportation to shift the project real estate funds to the design and construction funding for the project.

Avenue Parking Lot and West 5" Street Parking Lot projects and authorize advertising for bids.

Chairman Feirer
would like to see using the slab as a display area for military equipment, specifically a howitzer and an
anchor for the US Navy. The general consensus was favorable to this concept. Alderman Wagner
suggested getting a landscape architect to do a site plan before bringing this back to the Board of Public
Works.
