PUBLIC ACCESS COORDINATOR'S REPORT 

Holbrook presented the Public Access Coordinator's Report for September 2009.  (See attached 
report.) 
 
The “It’s Happening” show will end after October.  Mike Weigel is working on a new show with a 
new name and new format that will be a half hour long.      
  
Camera recommendations are not finalized yet, because of some recent camera technology changes.  
More information will come in the near future.   
 
There have been several software related scheduling failures on Channel 99 due to the controller now 
malfunctioning.  The controller is old and came from Channel 96.  We would like to replace it if 
funding is available at the end of the fourth quarter.  A new controller will cost $9,995.00.   
 
We received requests to tape the Main Street Awards Banquet, Marshfield Green Living Center and 
Energy Expo, and the Crystal Apple Awards.   
 
The Central Fire Station groundbreaking ceremony will be taped this week.

Holbrook reported that we received some quotes for the installation of an electrical outlet in the 
Council Chambers.  We will also need a camera mount or shelf for the camera.  Total cost should be 
around $350.00 for both the outlet and shelf.  We do have an older camera that we can use for this 
area.

UPDATE ON CHANNEL 99 GIVEN BY DALE YAKAITES 

Yakaites reported that there is some information up and running on Channel 99 now.  He put up a few 
messages this last week and he is contacting the other schools.  Immanuel Lutheran has been trained 
and has access.  He talked to Barb Billings who is the Principal at Columbus and she wants to have an 
Administrator’s meeting to discuss this.  Columbus is positive towards it and wants to get involved, but 
they have to decide how they are going to do it, who is going to do it and who is going to post the 
messages there.  He went to Mid-State Technical College, but Melissa Lake was not available and he is 
still trying to contact her.   
 
He said he is primarily working on getting the message board up and running and giving other schools 
rights to it, but he is willing to get more involved with programming if need be.   
 
He mentioned that the Dean Markwardt show is in progress.  We don’t have a name for it yet.  In the 
past it was called The School Spotlight.  We have guests and we have a shooting date.  Mr. Markwardt 
has interviewed two people from the school district who will be on for the first show.    
 
Committee members thanked Yakaites for getting this started.
