Background 
 
 The Marshfield Fire and Rescue Department (MFRD) was honored as the 2012 Parade 
Marshals for the 2012 Dairyfest Parade.  As part of this honor, the MFRD was also asked by 
MACCI to share the costs for and have department personnel distribute plastic fire helmets for 
children in attendance at the parade. 
 
Analysis 
 
 A number of donation accounts were reviewed to cover the cost for these plastic fire 
helmets.  It was determined the Fire Prevention Donation Account had sufficient funding 
available to cover the entire cost of 2,500 plastic fire helmets.  In addition, the Firefighters Local 
1021 also made a donation of $500.00 towards this purchase.  MFRD members and their families 
distributed them during the parade as requested.

History 

In the spring of 2012, Officer Dan Salacinski applied for an American Automobile 
Association (AAA) safety grant for the purpose of purchasing a pedestrian safety 
crossing sign. The estimated cost of the sign at the time of application was $381.24.  On 
05-07-2012, the Marshfield Police Department Community and Youth Services 
Donations Account received a check from AAA in the amount of $400 for the purpose of 
purchase of traffic safety signage.   
 

Analysis 
Researching the various pricing options available to us, we found that we could purchase 
signs of similar size and quality at a 25% discount over the internet, allowing us to obtain 
two such signs for a total cost $404.19.  (see attachment) The terms and conditions of the 
grant were to spend the award amount for this purpose.  The award amount from the 
AAA has been deposited into the Community and Youth Services Account, 206.26645.  
If approved, we would transfer $404.19 from this account to Civic School Patrol 
Operating Supplies, 101.55349.08.53400 for the purpose of this purchase.     
 

Recommendation 
I recommend approval of budget resolution 09-2012 allowing the transfer of $404.19 
from Community & Youth Services Donations to Civic School Patrol Operating Supplies 
for the purchase of two ANSI approved crosswalk safety signs for placement on Upham 
Street near grant school during school zone times.
