Walking Tour Brochures Project. 

Guensburg reported that most of the text is written for the brochures. 

 

Guensberg handed out draft text for the downtown brochure.  Lafontaine noted that in the first paragraph 

the year should be changed from 1987 to 1872. 

 

Angell presented former Planning/Zoning Administrator Curtiss’s brochure and map layout that 

consisted of a six fold format; one fold for each of these topics: Cover, how to use the brochure, what is 

the national historic register, brief history of Marshfield; brief history of the district, and 

acknowledgements and resources.  The inside will be a map with pictures and descriptions of the 

featured houses surrounding the map. 

 

Angell suggested changes to text and/or layout should be e-mailed to him as soon as possible so a draft 

brochure can be put together for review at the next meeting. 

 

Guensburg stated she will check on photos for the downtown brochure. 
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Historic District Signs Project 

Angell presented the Revised Ohio Pattern design to committee.  He stated that Downtown Marshfield 

has approved the pattern with a brown backing and cream colored lettering.
