The basis for their denial is that they found no negligence on the City of Marshfield. According to their
investigation, the City did nothing wrong to cause Ms. Figlmiller’s fall or alleged injury. It is their
opinion that Ms. Figlmiller’s alleged fall was due to her own negligence as she was running in and out
of a crowd of people, not watching where she was going, while wearing inappropriate shoes. In
addition, according to witnesses, she fell before the hoses/cords which were taped down with mats over
them and which were inspected previously by the fire department.
