Stauber, and attorney John Adam Kruse.

Shawn Marsh, Systems/Network Administrator was introduced to the Commission.
A 10-year service award was presented to Jim Benson.

UC/12-67 Motion by Ott, seconded by Schneider, to dispense with reading the minutes of the previous meetings
and accept them as submitted. All ayes, motion carried.

UC/12-68 Motion by Johnson, seconded by Ott, to approve payroll for August in the amount of $209,977.16
and general bills for August in the amount of $3,371,477.19. All ayes, motion carried.

July 2012 Financial Statement Notes

Electric Utility
Net income was $225 thousand for the month, with a net income of $444 thousand year-to-date.
Net operating income was $231 thousand for the month, compared to budgeted net operating income of $543
thousand. Year-to-date net operating income was $1.364 million, compared to budgeted net operating income of
$1.528 million.
After adjusting for the PCAC timing, net operating income for the month was $490 thousand.
July consumption increased 10.07% from July 2011, with year-to-date consumption up 0.14%. Year-to-date
Residential consumption is down 4.83% from prior year.
July’s energy losses were 10.16%, as a result of unbilled usages from customers during our hot weather. Year-
to-date energy losses were 2.72%, compared to prior year losses of 2.18%.

Water Utility
Net income was $112 thousand for July, with a net income of $412 thousand year-to-date.
Net operating income was $134 thousand for the month, compared to budgeted net operating income of $99
thousand. Year-to-date net operating income was $566 thousand, compared to budgeted net operating income of
$317 thousand.
Overall July consumption increased 6.83% from July 2011. Year-to-date overall consumption is down 0.36% from
the prior year. Year-to-date water losses were 8.35%, compared to prior year losses of 6.31%.

Communication Utility
Net income was $9,052 for the month, compared to budgeted net income of $7,367. Year-to-date net income
was $77,084, compared to budget net income of $64,060.
Distribution expenses include $2,572 for pole contact fees for January through June.
